Membership: Chair, Monetta Stockton would like to put together a brochure.  Sample one passed around that Lisa Betencourt had for comment...  Caroline Rae suggested we add the mission statement with a message to new members
Nursing Education: Chair Cherie Snyder  They are working on a place for the May luncheon meeting and a speaker.  The tentative date is May 15th.  One suggestion for a speaker was  something on simulation manikins.
Old Business: 

Clinical placement: Discussion of who will update new website.  Mary Wickman discussed the committee meeting of October 18th. There are some changes to the guidelines and the splash page.  There is a member’s only screen.   There will be better designation for the areas used in the hospitals in regards to specific units.  There will be a box for communication/comments on each hospital site.  The system will also have a system for sending members an email.

Discussion followed with many questions and concerns of details to be included in the system.  Mary  handled the concerns.  There are some new functions and they will be discussed at the training meetings.  Everyone is encouraged to attend.
There will be an information screen for all members. This will include the type of program, time line , size of clinical rotation, accreditation and when semester breaks are.

New Business:

Caroline Rae and Judy Bethe had some concerns about the preceptor ships.  Judy is concerned that  students set up the preceptor ship and then don’t show up.  Mary suggested that the Nursing Directors  need to address this at their campuses.

Caroline  asked if  everyone  accepted CPR from  American Heart Association only.
Some schools stated they may still have students who took the training from Red Cross.  The hospital consensus was that they accept AHA only. Brenda Harrell made the motion that with the next academic year beginning in July 2008 all students must have CPR from AHA only.  Charlene Fobi gave the second.  Motion  carried.
Announcements:

Azusa Pacific announced their RN to BSN on line program.  It is approx. 15 months.  Hope to start in Feb.

St. Joseph, Caroline let the group know that they are cutting back the number of days that each school can have  during each week in order to accommodate more schools.
