Board Member reports:

Chair: Becky Miller reviewed and received confirmation regarding maintaining the Orange County/Long Beach boundaries for membership at this time.  Clinical placement openings will be reviewed and schools will be contacted if space is available.

Secretary: Katey Sixsmith asked everyone in attendance to check the roster out for updates.
Treasurer: Beth Keely reviewed the balance and payment of dues.
Committee reports: Tabled.
Old Business: 

Clinical placement:  Mary Wickman gave information on how to enter information onto the website. 

It was decided that schools would enter ongoing placements from Feb. 22 until March 22.  New requests can be entered beginning March 10th. 

The facility placement meeting for the schools will be April 4th 0930 @ Cypress College.

Darlene Fishman is the administrator of the clinical placement system.  After it is set in April, you have to contact her to re open it.

New Business:
A. Tammy Rice from Saddleback asked about placing preceptors in the new system.  Discussion followed.  Hospitals asked that they not wait until the last minute to call for preceptorships.  Some colleges have the instructor coordinate the process; some have the student look for their own site.  Everyone asked that as a courtesy the hospital be notified ahead of time if the student won’t be coming, so someone else can be placed in that spot
B.  Beth Keely brought up AB 540 about undocumented students.  Schools do not know unless the student discloses it, but they  will not get their NCLEX results from BRN without a SS#.  They have two years to get SS# and then the results.  BVNPT must have a SS# to take the NCLEX.

C.  Cut off date for dues to be paid in order to participate in clinical placement process is Feb 29th.
D.  Student /Faculty profile: We will add a place for receipt or decline of the flu vaccine, CPR from AHA only, level of RN –ADN, BSN or MSN.

E.  Discussion about releasing student’s SS # for computer and Blood glucose monitoring to hospitals.  State law that it must be released by the student.  Discussion followed about a release statement from the student.

F. Confidentiality video HIPAA.  A committee was formed to look into a video that might be accepted as standard by the Consortium.  Marcia Elliot, Pacific Hosp. American University, Elizabeth McPeak ROP, Reggie Rogers Western Med Center Anaheim.
G. If a facility is requesting students to have live scan for fingerprinting, they are to pay for it.  This information is from the Department of Justice.  There must be an education code requiring the fingerprinting.  There is no code for schools to require fingerprinting.
Other: Saddleback is looking for two instructors. One for nursing and another for med lab tech.
