Minutes:  A motion was made to approve the May minutes by Charlene Fobi and a second given by Joanna Rowan.  Motion carried.  Minutes approved.
Board Member reports:

Chair: Caroline introduced the theme “Embracing Technology while Celebrating Compassion” again for this year.  She asked the group to look at the Handout descriptions of the committees.  Everyone is asked to join a committee. The committees will meet at the beginning of each meeting as in the past.  We will also look at the clinical profile as it is redone for the fall.

Secretary: Katey asked everyone to please check the roster out for updates. The are corrections to the April minutes under membership and nursing ed. This information was repeated mistakenly from the April minutes.
Treasurer: Beth Keely reported that the annual scholarships given at the May meeting for $500 each went to Los Alamitos Medical Center and Western University of Health Sciences. She reported that about 10 people who had sent an rsvp for the luncheon did not show up.  The consortium had to pay for those extra meals. Next year we need a better system for pre paying for the luncheon.
Committee reports: 
Nursing Ed/Scholarship: The luncheon was a success.
Membership: They are deciding if they should still work on the brochure, and may develop the idea of packets for new members.
Bylaws: No report.
Finance: The balance was reviewed and the treasure’s records are correct.

Legislative:  no report
Website: Mary informed the group the site is up and running.  

Old Business:

Clinical Placement: There were some problems with the placement process: we started too late last year, schools were not sure of what they received in placements, the process might have been too specific for some hospitals, and it was difficult to place a whole cohort of students. There have been some changes made by the web site developers and we need a medium ground so it is not as detailed of a process.  The group felt the process this last year was a little “dis jointed”

Membership:  Boundaries were re evaluated, but no new changes were proposed.  The OCLB Consortium is currently accepting new members from schools and facilities physically located within the Orange County/Long Beach area.
New Business:
Caroline asked the group to look at the preceptor placement form for an update and changes were agreed upon.  The form will be updated and distributed.
Influenza acceptance or declination will be added to the bottom of this form and the clinical profile. Hepatitis criteria from the Department of Health will be looked at for the next meeting. Darlene stated a good idea that at Cypress they require”immune by titer”. That might be an idea for the clinical profile form.
CPR: Consortium agreed last year to only accept American Heart Association issued cards.

An adhoc committee will be added on simulation.

Caroline reminded the group that The Consortium’s statement is in support of students being in the facility when Joint Commission survey is in process.  The student learns that way.
