School Request traditions

Jackie Hils-Williams went over the history of the consortium to include:

· The clinical placement meeting was only for schools

· New schools could only request open spots

· New requests that were in conflict with ongoing placements were removed

New world realities

Jackie Hils-Williams presented the following new world realities:
· Many new schools and limited placements
· Many agencies no longer accept LVN placements

· Some agencies prefer BSN or ELM students

· The clinical placement meeting is for both schools and agencies

Conflict resolution process


Jackie Hils-Williams presented the following conflict resolution process:

· School to school negotiation will occur at today’s meeting.
· If the school conflict is not resolved, the agency has ultimate decision making power to approve one request over the other.
· If a request is denied, the school must go to the agency for resolution, not the consortium.
· Hospitals that did not enter guidelines this year had the previous year’s guidelines rolled over.  Conflicts with these agency requests will also be reviewed today.
