IV. Old Business

CDC requirements for immunizations were retrieved off the CDC website and handed out. The group in attendance agreed that these guidelines should be adopted by the consortium and that they should be posted on the website for all schools to follow. The current consortium form has the CPR, TB, history & physical, and background check so this will be left on the Explanation of Requirements form.
V. New Business

A. Mary Wickman discussed the website costs. The total website costs with the current suggested revisions and improvements will be $7605.00. The following are costs for the items:
· Copy over approved requests for $3900

· Caroline Rae wanted to know if the copy function would be for individual placement requests or the entire group and whether the cost is an individual cost or a blanket cost for Inland Empire and OCLBC. 
· Removal of schools no longer participating in the consortium, $780.
· Change what the page looks like when approval or denial is completed by clinical site, $1950. Right now when the hospital wants to deny a request before they check deny, there is a red X. When the hospital puts in a denial, there is a green check. It is confusing when hospitals are trying to read what they have denied and approved.

· Day of the week for requests to show for the facilities is $975.

Per Mary O’Conner, the RHORC will be able to give $2000 toward the website. The question was asked if the costs will be shared by the Inland Empire and OCLBC. Mary Wickman will clarify questions and get back to the members.
B. Clinical placement coordinator position.
