Minutes

Orange County/Long Beach Consortium for Nursing

October 1, 2009

12:30pm – 2:45pm

Cypress College, Health Sciences Building, Room 317

The meeting was called to order at 12:35 pm by the Chair, Mary Wickman.

I. Introductions-Self introductions were made by all attendees. 
During introductions, Mary Wickman asked Maria Jean Caterinicchio to explain the protocols that the Memorial Hospital system will be instituting for the H1N1 virus. She stated that if the employees and students do not get the vaccine, they will have to wear a mask upon entering the hospital for the duration of the flu season. She also stated that students should be reminded to wash their hands. Tammy Rice stated that St. Jude, Hoag, and CHOC will have similar protocols. Judy Bethe from Hoag said that Hoag will be following similar protocols with the flu vaccine.

Maria Jean Caterinicchio also said that Memorial care goes above and beyond on the HIPAA requirements for what the consortium states. Recent changes to the privacy rules should be discussed. Mary Wickman said that the education committee may want to look at the video which is eight minutes on their internet site. 
Maria Jean Caterinicchio said that the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act have grants for nursing. Some through CINHC will include simulation, collaborative education with ADN and BSN programs, funding transition to practice programs for post graduate, and professional roles of RN with a competency based curriculum. 
Tammy Rice said that if these grants for nursing are not funded that the work will still move ahead with pilot programs. 

Mary O’Connor talked about online orientation using blackboard which will track students and tests accomplished. She said that it would not include sexual harassment or HIPAA training. Caroline Rae from St. Joseph’s said that hospitals may still want their own personalized orientation manuals. Mary Wickman said that a committee should be formed to see whether the blackboard orientation would even be feasible for the students and instructors.
Mary O’Connor also announced the Health Care Regulations Workshop at Fountain Valley Regional Hospital on October 14. She will send the flyer to Betty McPeak and Betty will attach it to an e-mail to everyone.

Jackie Hils-Williams said that everyone should check the information being used for each facility on the consortium website. She wants to make sure it is up to date with names, contacts, and phone numbers.

Katey Sixsmith announced that the CVNE (California Vocational Nursing Educators) will be having a meeting in Anaheim on October 16, and 17th and the speakers are very good for RN instructors also.

Judi Murray from Fairview said that she has been getting requests from many schools and that they just do not have room, even though they are a large facility.
II. Review of Minutes – The April May, and September meeting minutes were reviewed. Judy Wisenbaker made the motion and Charlene Fobi seconded the motion to adopt the minutes with changes to the May meeting minutes (name change for Mary O’Connor). All were in favor. Minutes were adopted with changes.
III. Board Members’ Reports
A. Chair – Mary Wickman introduced herself. She announced that we will be having a guest speaker at today, Austin Nation with Men in Nursing. Mary also said that next month there will be a speaker, Shirley Gallantly, from Human Options on abuse. She also said that they are available to speak to facilities and schools. The other announcement from Mary Wickman was that CSUF was granted $2,000,000 to expand their nursing program.
B. Chair Elect – Caroline Rae said she had nothing to report today.
C. Secretary – Betty McPeak reinforced the need to update the roster as it circulates around the room and if there are any changes, email her. The officers and committee members will be at the top of the roster for easier access to that information. We are trying to go green this year and save printing costs and that is why the meeting minutes were e-mailed and not printed. Members need to make sure and read the minutes before attending the meeting and give changes to Betty before the next meeting if possible.
D. Treasurer – Charlene Fobi gave a report that Los Alamitos did not check their scholarship check from a year ago. The members said to stop payment on the check since they did not cash it. There were two checks from schools, one for $150 from Nurses Development Center from March 09. No one was in attendance from that school. The second check was from June 09 from Pathways College and there was no one in attendance from that school either. Jackie Hils-Williams will check geographical locations for schools trying to obtain membership. Charlene Fobi explained that Cerritos College was a part of the consortium from the start and that is why they have continued membership in the consortium.

The rest of the report from Charlene Fobi was that the beginning balance was 6,186.84. Payouts were $4000 for the website, and $114.95 for reimbursement for the domain name. There was $450 in membership dues this month. The ending balance is $2521.89. 
Austin Nation from Men on Nursing started his discussion at 1:30 pm. He discussed where men fit in nursing and also some of the challenges they face. He gave information on the chapter he is recruiting men for and that they will have workshops and maybe free CPR. The chapter elections will be in November and the next meeting will be at Mt. SAC on October 22. He passed out cards to give to students.

The meeting reconvened at 2:30 pm and Mary explained that we would forgo the committee meetings for today.
