Orange County/Long Beach Consortium for Nursing

November 5, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 12:40 pm by the Chair, Mary Wickman.

I. Introductions - Self introductions were made by all attendees.
II. Review of Minutes – October 1, 2009 
The minutes for October 1, 2009 which were sent by e-mail by Betty McPeak, were reviewed by those in attendance. Ellen Lewis made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Mary Steckler seconded the motion. There was no discussion. Minutes were approved as written.
III. Board Members’ Reports

A. Chair – Mary Wickman
Mary Wickman asked members in attendance what their policy is for counter signing students using electronic medical records (EMR). Caroline Rae said that at KP the co-signer does not need to be the instructor. It can be a nurse or preceptor. Someone offered information about Fountain Valley where a nurse co-signs. At UCI the nurse documents the medications in the computer. Mary said that Miyo Minato from the BRN will be addressing this topic at the February 2010 Consortium meeting.

Charlene Fobi said that she has an orientation/workshop for the preceptor. During this time she discusses what is expected of the student and the preceptor. She records the dates of each workshop with the preceptor and files it in a notebook with the required signatures and preceptor documents including BRN Faculty Approval Form EDP-P-02/Clinical Teaching Assistant. She said the BRN has previously accepted this for the workshop since it is very hard to have all of the preceptors come at one time.

Mary Wickman also announced that last month’s speaker, Austin Nation, said that the DVD that he showed at the last meeting is available and Mary will send the information. She also announced the guest speaker at 2 pm, Shirley Gellantly from Human Options.

Mary Wickman asked the members what they thought about getting letterhead paper with the same logo that the website has. The members in attendance thought that this was a good idea. She will see about getting this letterhead with the OC/LB Consortium Logo.

Darlene Fishman said that Cypress College was going to be a point of distribution for flu vaccine on Friday, November 13, 2009. She said there are many agencies involved.
B. Chair Elect – Caroline Rae
Caroline Rae suggested that since there is no meeting in December and January that members should communicate through e-mail. Caroline also passed out the influenza policy for St. Joseph’s.

Caroline gave a handout for a meeting which will be held at St. Joseph’s hospital on November 12, 2009 at 6 pm, regarding the DNP (Doctorate of Nursing Practice) for anyone who is interested in attending. 

C. Secretary – Betty McPeak
Betty McPeak said to update the circulating roster, and if there are people who the members know are no longer involved with the consortium, make the changes so the roster can be updated.
D. Treasurer – Charlene Fobi
A list was sent around for the facilities and schools which have paid membership. Last month the balance was $2,521.89. With the paid memberships of $4,640 the total came to $7,171.89. A school’s check for $150 was refunded because the school was not in the area which brought the grand total to $7021.89. Charlene Fobi will bring a receipt book in the future for anyone who wants to pay the dues. She said if anyone needs a receipt she will make one out for them.
IV. Committee Meetings and Reports
A. By Laws
Judy Wisenbaker said the bylaws have not changed. Mary Wickman said the bylaws are posted on the consortium website.

B. Clinical Facilities
Mary Wickman said that Jackie Hils-Williams will send out dates for facilities and schools to do clinical placement availability and requests.

C. Finance
Charlene Fobi said that she should be removed as the Chairperson of the Finance Committee as it is a conflict of interest for the treasurer to do the audit of the books. Darlene Fishman said that she will take over as the Chairperson of the Finance Committee and that there was no committee report today.
D. Legislative/Research
Anne Gewe gave an update on the BRN. She clarified what really happened at the BRN in regards to Ruth Ann Terry, the Chairperson of the Administrative Committee, and the Board and that the Governor did not fire the Board. Some members left and were not replaced. Anne also said that the reason the board was not able to keep up with licensees with convictions is because it takes about two years for the board to even be notified and then to take action, another year. She also said the fees for licenses will be going up. Anne said that Kaiser Permanente and the Robert Wood Johnson foundation are holding a National Forum on the Future of Nursing in Pasadena on November 13, 2009.

E. Membership/Nominations
Julie Bee and Sue Gast looked at the bylaws. The bylaws state that the announcement of the open offices should happen in November, especially the chair-elect. The secretary and treasurer can have a second term. In February the ballot will be filled. Caroline Rae said that it needs to be a school for the Chair-elect and that the Chair/Chair Elect is a good position to hold. 
F. Nursing Education/Scholarships
Mary Wickman asked the education committee to look at the CDC’s policy on two step Tb testing and also Hepatitis B. Mary Wickman said the consortium policy does not match the CDC’s policy. Mary Hobus said to watch for a survey for schools to see what their current requirements are for students and if they have any additional requirements. At the next meeting on February 4, 2010, the committee will have a summary of the information gathered.

G. Web Site
Mary O’Connor reported that there was a website fee increase which was paid ($4,000 total) this year. She noticed that the consortium does not have a current contract with the website developers, Sector Point. She said that the next contract should be from September 2010 to August of 2011. She suggested that we get a list of all the services provided by Sector Point. The executive committee and Mary O’Connor will look into getting a new contract written. Mary also said she knew there were some problems last year which Sector point already knows about.
Darlene Fishman showed the website to everyone in attendance. She demonstrated how to access documents and how reports work. She also showed the membership forms and how the members will do the clinical placement planning process.

Caroline Rae said to tell Jackie Hils-Williams about any problems that were experienced last year so she can tell Sector point. She told the members that they need to print the error page so the error numbers can be given to them for reference.

H. Ad Hoc: Simulation

The committee members present shared conferences and magazines about simulation. The Bay Area has ongoing quarterly meetings (see http://www.bayareanrc.org/rsc/Events/tabid/379/Default.aspx) and the 10th Annual International Meeting on Simulation in Healthcare is coming up January 23-17, 2010 in Phoenix, Arizona (see 
http://www.ssih.org/SSIH/SSIH/Home/IMSH2010/Default.aspx for conference details).

Clinical Profile and Clinical Placement Requirements – Flu and Hep B 
The current clinical profile will be posted on the website. As stated above, the CDC and the consortium’s policies will be compared and shared at the February meeting.

At 1:40 pm the guest speaker – Shirley Gellatly, Human Options began her presentation. She gave out packets and brochures. She presented the information on abuse in a very entertaining way. She said is very willing to come to any school or hospital and give a similar presentation to students/staff.

Mary Hobus thanked Darlene Fishman for the parking passes. Darlene said it only took three years to convince the college parking regulators that we would not abuse the privilege.
